	The #ShiftThePower Coronavirus Response Fund which helps grassroots organisations in Scotland to support vulnerable individuals, families, and communities, including coping with the impacts of Coronavirus has reopened.

The Fund, delivered by Corra Foundation, will provide grants of up to £10,000 and is open to charities and voluntary organisations with an income of less than £250,000.

The work to be supported needs to fit with one of the following four strategic themes:

· Children Survive & Thrive: early years development for children facing disadvantage, for work with children aged 0-5 years only.

· Gender Justice: contributing to gender equality by reducing violence and discrimination based on gender and sexuality.

· A Safe Place to Be: supporting people who have experienced homelessness or have been forced from their homes to live safely.

· Mental Health Matters: improving mental health provision and tackling stigma around mental health.
The fund will operate on a rolling basis and will close once all funds have been allocated.

	Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme (CJRS)
	
	Open - extended
	This scheme will provide a grant to all UK employers across all sectors (private, public, charitable and non-profit) to keep their workers on, rather than making them redundant during the coronavirus outbreak.
This programme will be provided by HM Revenue & Customs (HMRC).
Under the Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme, all UK employers will be able to access support to continue paying part of their employees’ salary for those that would otherwise have been laid off during the coronavirus crisis.
To access the scheme, applicants must have designated affected employees as ‘furloughed workers,’ and notified these employees of this change. They must also submit information to HMRC about the employees that have been furloughed and their earnings.
Employers will be able to contact HMRC for a grant to cover most of the wages of their workforce who remain on payroll but are temporarily not working during the coronavirus outbreak.
Salaries will be paid at 80% of their current level up to a maximum of £2,500 per worker each month, and minimum automatic enrolment employer pension contributions on that subsidised wage.
All UK businesses and employers with a PAYE scheme that was created and started on or before 19 March 2020, small or large, will be eligible for the scheme. This includes employers across the private and public sector and charities and non-profit organisations.
How To Apply
17 December 2020: Furlough Scheme Further Extended
The Coronavirus Job Retention Scheme (CJRS) has been further extended for all parts of the UK until 30 April 2021.
Claims for furlough days in December 2020 must be made by 14 January 2021.
Claims relating to each subsequent month should be submitted by day 14 of the following month, to ensure prompt claims following the end of the month which is the subject of the claim.

	Up to £150,000
	Open – deadline 22/12/2020
	Financial support is available for businesses critical to Scotland’s events sector and without whom, capacity to deliver major events would be significantly reduced.

This scheme is being delivered by VisitScotland on behalf of the Scottish Government.

The purpose of the Pivotal Event Businesses Fund is to help ensure the survival of key event companies whose role, as primary organisers, suppliers, contractors and venues, is critical to the ongoing success of the events sector in Scotland.
The scheme is providing financial support to those businesses whose solvency has been threatened by the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic.

From an overall budget of £6 million, applicants can apply from £25,000 up to a maximum of £150,000. The amount applied for should demonstrate financial need and will require to be evidenced at the application stage.

The fund is open to event businesses whose primary role as organisers, suppliers, contractors and venues is critical to the survival of the events sector in Scotland, and upon whom the wider events industry and supply chain are most reliant for their own business and operations.
Businesses must be registered organisations, including companies limited by shares, companies limited by guarantee and charities. Event Businesses must have a place of business in Scotland and be delivering and/or supplying to events physically taking place in Scotland. Businesses will need to demonstrate that events are a primary source of income.
Funding will be prioritised towards those businesses that can evidence and demonstrate they play a pivotal role across the events industry in Scotland and are in financial difficulty as a direct result of COVID-19.
The definition of ‘event businesses’ for the purposes of this Fund, is those organisations directly involved in the staging or delivery of live sporting and cultural events and festivals taking place outdoors or indoors, and which are open to the public to attend, participate in or spectate safely. In addition, this Fund is for organisations instrumental in attracting, hosting or supporting major discretionary business events, incentives and conferences. All these events would generally be one-off occurrences or taking place annually in Scotland.

The Fund is not intended to support; Local Authorities and/or Leisure Trusts; Theatres; Galleries; Museums; Nightclubs; Hospitality industry such as hotels, restaurants, bars, cafes; Funfair Operators; Shopping centres; Casinos; Bingo halls; Community sports groups, teams or clubs; Community groups; BID groups; Professional sports Teams/Clubs; Governing bodies; Market Operators; Activity Providers; Wedding Planners. Note this list is not exhaustive, and the funder reserve the right to add further ineligible business types during the assessment process for the purposes of clarity.
How To Apply
Expressions of Interest (EoIs) can be submitted from midday on Wednesday 16 December 2020 until Tuesday 22 December 2020 (17:00 GMT).
Businesses that are invited to submit a full application will, from Tuesday 5 January 2021, be provided with the appropriate information and guidance to do so, and it is anticipated that the application process will open shortly thereafter and will be open for approximately seven working days.
