The grass will be cut with a petrol lawnmower and the edges of the lawn tidied with a petrol strimmer.  The gardener will not do any other work in the garden area.





The grass will be cut every 3-4 weeks.  The service starts at the end of March and runs until the end of September.  The grass will be cut approximately 7 times over this period.





Hedges will also be trimmed as part of this service.  This will be done twice over the summer period, usually in May and August.
