Submitting a Petition to be heard at the Panel

invitation via email or 

in writing within 10 
days of receipt, 

otherwise it will be 
considered declined 

If accepted, the 
Executive Director will 

write to you inviting 
you to the appropriate 
panel meeting, along 

with up to 10 members 
of the petitioning group 

You must identify 
principal spokesperson 

and a maximum of 3 
representatives from 
group to address the 

Panel 

A report for the Panel 
is created by the 
relevant Council 

Officer(s) and will be 
issued as part of the 

formal agenda for the 
meeting 

At least 20 signatures 
are obtained from 

different households 
across South Ayrshire 
with valid addresses
